Two well-to-do Christians, a lawyer and a businessman, 
joined a tour that was going around the world.

paddy.  
 

The lawyer was amused and took a picture of the scene. 
“That’s a curious sight,” he said to the missionary, who was the interpreter 
and guide. “Yes,” was the reply, “that is the family of Chi Noui. When the 
church building was built, they were eager to give something, but they 
had no money, so they sold the only ox they had and gave the money to 
the church.

The lawyer and the businessman were silent for a few moments, then the 
businessman said, “That must have been a real sacrifice.”
