This song was written by Isaac Watts in approximately 1719, and later 
some parts and phrases were used in George Frederick Handel's 
beloved, The Messiah, first performed in 1742. Isaac Watts intended 
this song of rejoicing to be a New Testament expression of praise, 
based on Psalm 98.    
 
As one of the most joyous of all Christmas Hymns, this carol omits 
references to shepherds, angelic choruses, and wise men. It 
emphasizes the reverent, but ecstatic, joy that Christ's birth brought to 
mankind. For centuries hearts had yearned for God to reveal Himself 
personally. At last it happened as "the Word became flesh and dwelt 
among us."  
 
The entire Christmas season should be filled with solemn rejoicing as 
we contemplate anew God's great gift, providing the means whereby 
sinful man might live eternally.
